Infants and toddlers who are enrolled in Managed Care Organization (MCO) plans and are identified with 

confirmed or suspected hearing loss

Activities 

• Member-level matched data reports of the hearing screening and diagnostic evaluation results as well as 

Early Intervention referrals

– Facilitate identification of members in need for screening/ testing/ follow up services

• On March 2021, NY EHDI Program surveyed counties about best practices that could help healthcare 

professionals with Newborn Hearing screening and Early Intervention processes

– Results from the survey were used to create a guidance for MCOs
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Family- Based Initiative

Goals

• Improve state-wide compliance with NYS EHDI’s 1-3-6 goals

• Assist families of children who are Deaf or Hard of Hearing (DHH) in developing skills that will lead to 

long-term leadership and advocacy skills 

Activities

• Review the current NYEHDI training curriculum and educational materials to address gaps

• Development of new training curriculum and educational materials, with an emphasis on fostering parent 

knowledge and encouraging the development of leadership and advocacy skills

• Facilitating focus groups to evaluate new training curriculum and educational materials
