The New York State Department of Health (NYSDOH) collects, compiles, and analyzes information on influenza activity year-round in New York State (NYS)
and produces this weekly report during the influenza season (October through the following May).!

During the week ending October 28, 2023
e Influenza activity was categorized as geographically sporadic?. This is the 4th consecutive week of sporadic activity reported this season.

e Laboratories tested 27,395 specimens for influenza, of which 1,090 (4%) were positive, a 20% increase in positive cases compared with the previous week.
e The number of patients hospitalized with laboratory-confirmed influenza was 55, a 2% decrease in hospitalized cases compared with the previous week.

e Of the 4,441 specimens submitted to WHO/NREVSS laboratories, 33 (0.74%) were positive. 30 were positive for influenza A and 3 for influenza B.

e The percent of patient visits for influenza-like illness (ILI*) from ILINet providers was 1.57%, below the regional baseline of 4.20%.

e There was 1 outbreak reported from hospitals and 1 outbreak reported from nursing homes. Season to date, there have been a total of 9 outbreaks

reported from hospitals and nursing homes in NYS.
o No influenza-associated pediatric deaths were reported this week. There have been no influenza-associated pediatric deaths reported this season.

Local: Increased or sustained numbers of lab-confirmed cases of influenza reported in a single region of New York State; sporadic in rest of state. Regional: Increased or sustained numbers of lab-confirmed cases

of influenza reported in at least two regions but in fewer than 31 of 62 counties. Widespread: Increased or sustained numbers of lab-confirmed cases of influenza reported is greater than 31 of the 62 counties.
Increased or sustained is defined as 8 or more cases of laboratory-confirmed influenza per 100,000 population
