Among adult males, incidence rates increased with age, the
highest rate occurring among men ages 70 to 79 years of age.
Studies have shown that males are more likely to engage in
behaviors that increase the risk of contracting vibriosis such as
participating in more recreational water activities and consum-
ing raw or undercooked seafood compared to females.
